Ultimaker's Siert Wijnia: 'Will is a very nice guy, he knows a lot about 3D printing and is very interested in the latest products. I got the opportunity to explain why we have three different printers lined up: to diversify in terms of price and size of objects that people can print. Will also wanted to know about our open technology, materials and specs such as the finest details that can be printed.'

In less than ten minutes the interview was over and Will had moved on to some next interview. 'Which was fine with me,' Wijnia says. 'As you can see in the video our stand was pretty busy and i had no shortage of people to talk to.'
